Reflections on Today’s Readings
October 17 Twenty-ninth Sunday in Ordinary Time

Ist Reading: Exodus 17:8-13.

"I will be standing on top of the hill with the staff of God in my hand." Moses sends Joshua
out to do battle with Amalek. The "staff of God" accomplished wonderful things for the Chosen
People. In Moses’ hands, it helped free them from captivity in Egypt, led them across the desert
and, here, brings them victory over Amalek. So long as Moses keeps his arms uplifted to God in
support of the staff, which represents the prayer of the Israelites for the help of God, their forces
prevail. As Moses tires, Aaron and Hur help support his hands, joining him in petitioning God for
help.

Psalm 121:1-2, 3-4, 5-6, 7-8.

"Our help is from the Lord who made heaven and earth." The Psalmist sings of his total
reliance on the Lord. God wanted the Israelites to call on his name in time of trouble. Later, the
Israelites would forsake God and put their reliance in their material resources and worldly alliances
with other nations. Their defeat and the Exile resulted.

2nd Reading: 2 Timothy 3:14 - 4:2.

"I charge you to preach the word, to stay with this task whether convenient or inconvenient
- correcting, reproving, appealing - constantly teaching and never losing heart." Acting as
Timothy's mentor, Paul talks of the importance of being ever-vigilant in prayer. He recognizes that
everything comes from God through Jesus Christ, and urges Timothy to make dependency on God
the cornerstone of his ministry.

Gospel: Luke 18:1-8.

"I care little for God or man, but this widow is wearing me out." The widow is determined
to have justice done and her persistence in this earthly matter produces results. Jesus tells this
parable, as He did many similar stories, to show how we act persistently, cleverly, oftimes
selfishly, to enhance our material well-being on earth. Recall the parable of the Dishonest Steward
whose story we heard on the Twenty-Fifth Sunday. Realizing that his Master would discharge him
once his dishonesty was confirmed in an audit of his accounts, he settled them with his Master’s
debtors at substantial discounts. He hoped that the debtors would be beholden to him and would
help support him once he was discharged.

Once Jesus establishes the ephemeral nature of material happiness on Earth, he contrasts it
with the eternal nature of true happiness in Heaven. Jesus then reminds us how much more care and
diligence we should devote to our prayer life to enhance our spiritual well-being both here on Earth
and in Heaven. Saint Augustine tells us that we have a God-Shaped place in our hearts and our
hearts are restless until we invite God to come and fill it.

Perseverance in prayer, the power of prayer and the power of faith are all appropriate
themes for the readings today. Jesus told His disciples the parable of the widow to send home to
them the message that they should “Pray always.” We are powerless in all things without faith in
God and without prayer. When we follow Christ, though, we live in constant hope born of prayer
and expectancy born of faith. Christians know that if we place our reliance in our own earthly
resources, we may buy material happiness on Earth, but it will likely come at the expense of true
happiness both here on earth and in heaven. Those whose trust is not rooted firmly in Christ may
not realize, for a time, what they have foregone, but the revelation, when it comes, will be
devastating to them. Paul counsels us, as he counseled Timothy, “Make dependency on God the
cornerstone of your lives.”
