The Liturgy of the Word  Part 2

Last week I walked you through all of the parts of the Mass. This week we
will take a very close look at the Liturgy of the Word. The two readings
come from Sacred Scripture with the chant coming between them. It is
probably the only opportunity that most of us have during the week to be
“In the Bible.” Catholics don’t very often open the Bible and read verses.
We get this exposure during the Liturgy of the Word.

God speaks to His people during the readings. It is God’s way of opening
up the mystery of redemption and salvation. This is our spiritual nourishment for the week. As we sit
silently and reflect on the readings we make God’s word our own. I used to follow along in the missal
in my pew but it was suggested that [ merely sit and listen. What difference does it make? Try it.
You become much more reflective when not worried about using your hands to hold the book and

The homily becomes for me my time to see if he priest and I are on the same wavelength in terms of
our reflections. This happens more often than not. Sometimes as I listen to the homily something hits
me that I think about all week long. The homily is necessary for the nurturing of Christian life.

Having been nourished by the word of God and challenged by the homily, we now profess our faith
and offer our prayers to God. Our profession of faith is our affirmation that we have heard the word
and intend to follow it. It also is the whole congregation calling to mind the great mysteries of our

faith and serves as a foreshadowing of the Consecration and Communion or at least what we believe
