Changes to the Introductory Rites

The Introductory Rites include everything that happens from
the beginning of Mass until we sit down for the first time.
There will be some changes to the words of this rite.

Mass begins with a song or a hymn. This hymn replaces a one
sentence antiphon found in the Missal for the Mass of the day.
There is a different antiphon for every Mass which corresponds
to the to the season of the year, the saint’s day, or some other
event that focuses on the reason we pray on a given day. There
may be a new translation for the daily antiphon but this will
not be noticed by the faithful.

The priest says the words for the Sign of the Cross and we respond, “Amen”. This will
not change. The response to, “The Lord be with You” will change. We have been
responding, “And also with you”. This will change to “And with your spirit”. This is an
exact translation of the Latin, Et cum spiritu tuo, and it matches the response made in
other major languages around the world. This response is not just hello or good morning
but it is an indication to the congregant that they are entering into a sacramental realm .
Both the greeting and the reply come from sacred scripture. As they praise God in their
individual roles. This dialogue established the interdependence between the priest and the
people.

At the beginning of the Penitential Act, we will still repeat the word, “Lord have mercy,
Christ have mercy, Lord have mercy. There will be new translation for the Confiteor or
“I confess to almighty God”. The words “sinned through my own fault”, have been
changed to “greatly sinned”. In the middle of the prayer will be inserted, “through my
fault, through my fault, through my most grievous fault”. The new translation has us
expressing more grandly the seriousness of our sin and the sincerity of our contrition.

Before the Penitential Act ends, the priest offers an absolution. The text of this
translation has not changed. We will still respond “Amen”.

The Introductory Rites end with the Collect or Opening Prayer. All these have been
totally retranslated. The sentences are longer or more complex. At the end of each
prayer, we will still respond, “Amen”.

I have not mentioned the Gloria at all. That is because the retranslation will mean some
relearning. The “new” Gloria will be the subject of next week’s article.
