We are truly a blessed
community!

One of the elements of the Parish Offertory Program is a yearly renewal of our commitment to
Stewardship of Time, Talent and Treasure.

The Gloria

When we begin using the revised translation of the order of Mass on November
27,2011 one of the biggest changes you will notice is the words of the Gloria.
Since the Gloria is not sung or recited during Advent, Christmas will be the first
time you will sing this piece. The words are so different that new musical
settings have been written for it. The new Gloria is somewhat longer but
through repetition we will be pros in no time in singing a new arrangement.

The chart below shows you how the text of this hymn has changed.

The new English expresses more literally the sentiments of the original Latin. You may even recognize
in the opening line of the Gloria, the lines from the Christmas story of Luke (2:14). The second group
of words in the new translation may seem excessive and yet we should be so full of awe at the Father
that we cannot cease our praise. We have always sung about “sin” in the old translation but the new
translation has “sins” in the plural. In Latin, thus word is in the plural.

I hear you groaning already. Let’s try and be open to anything that brings us closer to the original Latin
sentiment. In a few weeks you will all be in the swing of things. Embrace these changes. God hasn’t
changed. Let’s show Him we can do this.
